If you have access to the internet, your child
can use Raz-Kids, Imagine Learning, and IXL throughout the summer. If you need help with it, please
let me know. The public library and Bookman’s also have a great summer reading incentive program
to keep your child reading all summer. Your child can also keep a journal over the summer to keep
their writing skills up. If you would like additional practice for your child to work on during the summer,
the office will have a packet of reading, writing, and math practice that they can complete throughout
the summer. Students that return the packet completed at the beginning of the year will receive a
prize.
